
EIANZ Accreditation Process 
This is a schematic of the process only - the Qualifications Accreditation Scheme Manual 
provides more detailed information. 

Expression of 
Interest 

• The accreditation process begins with the submission of an expression of interest
form (available on the website) by the host institution.

• Timing - expressions of interest may be made at any time, or in response to a specific
invitation from the QAS Board.

Application 

• An expression of interest will be responded to by inviting the host institution to apply
for the accreditation of one or more of its programs/courses

• Timing - applications for accreditation and the application fee are to be submitted
within thirty (30) days of the receipt of an invitation to apply.

Accreditation 
Submission 

• The host institution prepares an Accreditation Submission for the programs/courses
for which accreditation is being sought

• Timing - the Accreditation Submission and the accreditation fee are to be submitted
within ninety (90) days of an application being made for accreditation.

Visiting 
Panel 

• The host institution arranges for a Visiting Panel to review the Accreditation
Submission, delivery of the environmental studies program, and the teaching of the
programs/courses for which accreditation is sought.

• Timing - the visit of the Visiting Panel is to occur within thirty (30) days of the lodging
of the Accreditation Submission.

Accreditation 
Decision 

• The Visiting Panel prepares its report and recommendations on the
programs/courses for which accreditation is sought, and submits it to the QAS Board
for decision.

• Timing - the Visiting Panel Report is to be submitted within thirty (30) days of the
Panel visit, and the QAS Board decision is to be made within thirty (30) days of
receipt of the Panel report.

Annual 
Maintenance 

• The host institution provides an annual report on the performance of the
environmental studies program and the delivery of the accredited programs/courses
to the QAS Board.

• Timing - the annual report is to be submitted within thirty (30) days of the anniversary
of the accreditation of the programs/courses.

Re- 
Accreditation 

• The QAS Board invites the host institution of accredited programs/courses to apply
for re-accreditation.

• Timing - the invitation to apply for re-accreditation is to be issued not less than one
hundred and eighty (180) days prior to the expiry of the accreditation of the
programs/courses.
